Using JSTOR Advanced Search

You can change the keyword fields or add 
more keywords here



Using JSTOR Advanced Search contd.

Item types can be checked off to find 
specific types of resources

A date range can be set for publication 
dates of books and journals. This feature is 
useful if your resources have to be recent.

Using JSTOR Advanced Search contd.

You can narrow your search results by 
selecting a subject filter for journal titles. 
For example, selecting Asian Studies will 
only give results for journals that have 
been organized under that subject



JSTOR Results

The search results can be narrowed after a 
keyword search. On the left side of the 
results page, you can search the results for 
additional keywords, change source type, 
search only primary documents, and change 
the publication date range



JSTOR Results contd.

Information about a single 
result is seen here including: 
source type, title, authors, 
journal info, and a preview 
of the text

you can use the 
JSTOR citation tool 
here

JSTOR Tools - Citation

checking them against AC’s citation 
style guides!
