Indeed your Library has done a good job listing extra material for the learning of Spanish and the cultures where Spanish is spoken. I would suggest to also include "cuentos" (short-stories). There is a publisher called Ekaré that works with authors of cuentos in Spanish that in my opinion is very very good. Check it out! Also, if you are going to touch upon the cultures of the Spanish speaking world and integrating intercultural elements into the curriculum, the movies could be listed per country. The movies can also be chosen based on the type of intercultural learning you want students to explore. Also, do not forget our beloved CBC radio en español at https://www.rcinet.ca/es/ I personally found it very useful for intercultural teaching as provides domestic and international students to learn about Canada too, but in Spanish. I am not sure how the library page for Spanish looks like at AC. I have found that students are quite visual and they like to see pictures. Your librarian could find DVD, documentary, short-movie, movie front pages and add them to spark the curiosity of students. Finally, since you are an expert in Mexican culture, you could find short novels that come with videos. One that comes to mind is "La Catrina" a short novel published by Wesley and comes with video too. Food for thoughts!
